6. Terms of Reference

Introduction

This document is a detailed notice inviting tender to the procurement of essential commodities for the
Har-Hith retail project of Haryana Agro Industries Corporation Limited for supply to HAICL specified
delivery points/DC’s/Warehouses within the state of Haryana.

The Retail Expansion Project further aims to facilitate the achievement of vision ‘Atmanirbhar Bharat
and Atmanirbhar Haryana’ by making people self-reliant by providing them level playing field and
making them reap the fruits of a growing Food & Grocery market. The focal point of this scheme is to
make the people of the state of Haryana self-reliant and progressive. 12|Page



7. Scope of work:-

HAICL intends to select a supplier i.e. Manufacturer/Processor/Supplier for the supplies of essential
commodity items for supply to HAICL specified delivery points/DC’s/Warchouses within the state of
Haryana. Rate validity will be for 45 days.

As per approved Procurement policy of HAICL for this retail project, MD HAICL reserve the right to
renegotiate rates between the contract period based on the market conditions and best rates available
in the market for the betterment of the business and profitability of HAICL.

HAICL May Increase/Decrease the quantity as per the requirement and order placed by their retail
outlet/Franchisee/institutional sale. Final awarded gty to be mentioned in the Purchase Order.

List of the required said items along with quantity required is attached at Annexure-1.

8. Technical Specifications and Quality Parameters: -

Supplied Commodity items must carry” Shelf Life”” and should have more than 85% remaining shelf
life.

Damages/Poor quality stock will be returned at the time of receiving

Any shortages will be reported within 72 hours.

Quality parameters shall be in accordance with the specifications indicated in the latest applicable
Food Safety and Standards Act and connected rules. Supplied Essential commodities must be free from
common deleterious matter. The Essential commodities stock should be free from adulteration, Quality
Specifications are mentioned at Annexure-2.

The successful L1-bidder will be solely responsible for consequences for any violation of the latest
applicable Food Safety and Standards Act and connected rules, Any Regularity or Non- Compliance
with respect to FSSAI & Weight and measurement or any other local State compliances are to be
complied by supplier & HAICL shall not be liable for any brand image loss/any cost liabilities or any
penalties levied by competent authority which are to be dealt solely by Supplier.

Packing material Specification should be as per FSSAI Guidelines (Packing material Thickness Should
not be less than 51 micron), Packing date, best before date and other nutritional information to be
mentioned on the packs.

Design/label/Printed Matter on the packets to be shared by HAICL, desired printing information to be
printed as per requirement of HAICL.

HAICL reserves the right to upgrade/modify the specifications of the Essential commodities from time
to time.

The supplier will send minimum 8 samples (250 gm each) along with NABL accredited lab test report
before each supply, only after ascertaining the quality as per the mentioned parameters PO will be
raised.

Visual inspection of the sample shall be done at time of receiving of goods and same shall be compared
with the master sample received earlier by HAICL appointed officer before accepting supplies.

Before accepting supplies any random pack of items will be/may be subject to NABL accredited Lab
testing as per specification and same can be compared with Lab testing report submitted by supplier,
cost of lab testing will be borne by successful supplier

HAICL may reject the supply in whole or in part if supplies not found in accordance with this contract
and also If the quality is reported poor by the franchisee or any shelf-life issue arises, the supplier has
to replace the delivered qty at his own cost from the HAICL warehouses/institutional client site and
also from franchisee outlet, if stock is already supplied to franchisee/institutional client. 13 |page



o If the supplied materials are rejected based on the final quality report, then the seller must replace the
stocks within 7 days’ time. If the seller fails to replace the stock against the rejected quantity within 7
days, the trade will be cancelled and proportionate EMD/security will be forfeited and stock will be
purchased from L2 bidder on risk and cost basis and differential amount will be claimed from L1-
bidder/existing supplier. If such incidence is repeated more than 2 times such supplier will be
blacklisted for future bidding.

e Since HAICL supplies to Har-Hith Franchisee as well as to institutional clients, so for Har-Hith
Franchisee the delivery locations will be at the 03 warehouse of the HAICL (at Rohtak, Indri and
Hisar), for institutional client stock will be supplied at the site of institutional client within Haryana
State on basis of minimum load size.

e Negotiations will be held as per Govt. of Haryana instructions/guidelines. All the bidders are
requested to be present at the time of opening of tender for negotiations. Further, to encourage the
competitive bidding among potential suppliers and to avoid Price fixing, bid rigging, and other
collusive agreements among tender participants, negotiation will be done with those bidders only that
has lowest 03 quotations in financial bid score.

9. Eligibility Criteria

The bidders will be assessed as per the pre-qualification criteria defined. Only the bidders who qualify
pre-qualification shall be eligible for financial evaluation.
